Planting style is typically bold and sculptural incorporating succulent plants such
as Agave, Yucca, Echeveria, Kalanchoe and Dracaena draco.

Use trees such as Olive, Oleander,
Cordylines and Frangipani. Use pots of
annual colours such as Marigolds, and
Portulaca and hot coloured plants such
as Red Hot Pokers, Gazania and
Californian Poppy. Mulch garden beds
with gravel or pebbles.

It is time to prune your Roses, Hydrangeas, deciduous fruit, ornamental In the Vege Patch 3
trees, shrubs and vines.

o Keep on top of the weeding as sour sobs and winter grass can quickly take Pestsii Scale 4
hold.

. Remove weeds such as sow thistles that can harbour pests like Aphids. QO&A 4

. Plant winter annual colour such as pansies and lobelia.

. Plant bare rooted trees, shrubs and summer flowering bulbs.

. Spray peaches and nectarine and any other deciduous fruit trees with lime

sulphur to clean up any harbouring diseases. Ensure you follow up spray
when flower buds are beginning to swell at the end of winter.

o Clean out gutters, sort out your garden sheds, dispose of any old chemicals
and fertilizers properly and sharpen tools including secateurs, sheers and

Bare root roses are coming into season now, so browse the selections or order your
favourite.

Understanding the terminology.

Floribunda Roses are so grouped as they produce an abundance of single, semi

double or double flowers in clusters per stem. These are great landscape plants as

they usually have a full head of colour over a long flowering season. Deadheading
continuously ensures a prolonged show. These can be grown as a shrub or in standard

or miniature forms. Example: O&6lcebergd, ©6Boni

Hybrid tea Roses are so grouped as they produce large flowers singly on long stems

which make them perfect for picking and using in floral displays. Whilst they are

stunning in the garden, they do not have the same impact as floribunda roses in

garden displays. Example: O6Mr Lincolnd, 6Tequ

Alternatively Mediterranean
gardens would be suited to rich colours like clear yellows and reds.
° Decide on the colour of rose you want. Mass planting of the same colour has a
big visual impact. Mixing various colours close together demonstrate an
informal, patchwork effect.
