
Lavandula angustifolia (English Lavender), is a small evergreen shrub to 1m with narrow 

grey/green aromatic leaves and forms a small compact bun shape. Flowers arise as tall 

purple spikes sitting above the foliage in spring and through summer. It is a very hardy 

shrub once establish and can withstand long hot dry periods or frost. It will do best in 

well drained soils in full sun but can handle a part sun position.  

 

This plant requires little attention and     

provides bountiful rewards. At the end of 

the season trim the flower spikes after 

flowering and they can be used for indoor 

flower displays. Do not trim harshly as you 

will destroy the natural look of the plant and 

reduce its life span.  

 

Best to position the plant with plenty of 

room to mature to its full potential, so if 

using it to fringe a path make sure you plant 

it at least half a metre back into the garden bed. Lavender looks its best when it is   

allowed to   retain its natural bun shape, even in a hedge or border situation. It looses its 

appeal when squared up as a box hedge.  

 

It is a great plant for informal cottage and Mediterranean gardens but does equally well 

in formal gardens and compliments roses perfectly adding extra romance to the garden. 

It is a great addition to the productive garden, as the fragrant leaves and flowers have 

many uses in the home and in the garden as pest repellents.  

 

English lavender has many forms including dwarf varieties such as ôMunsteadõ and 

ôHidcoteõ growing to only half the size of the parent plant, ôRoseaõ with its light pink    

coloured flowers, ôEllagance Iceõ with white flowers, ôSarahõ with dark violet flowers and 

there are many more.

What to do this Season in the garden  

Mulch as soon as your soil has warmed up a bit, which will stimulate microbiological 

activity.  

Dead head roses to encourage new blooms. You may need to watch for aphids, black 

spot and powdery mildew.  

Prune back your Banksia roses hard when they have finished flowering as they do not 

repeat bloom in summer or autumn.  

Fertilize all your garden beds with a slow release organic fertilizer. Citrus and roses 

are especially hungry plants so give them a specialized rose or citrus formula.  

Get Planting! Spring is a wonderful time to establish new plants before the weather 

gets hot and dry.  

Prune all winter and spring flowering shrubs once they have finished flowering to 

tidy them up.
